RESTRAINTS

DO NOT apply in a manner that may cause an unacceptable impact to native vegetation, agricultural crops, landscaped gardens and

aquaculture production, or cause contamination of plant or livestock commodities, outside the application site from spray drift. The buffer

zones in the relevant buffer zone tables below provide guidance but may not be sufficient in all situations. Wherever possible, correctly

use application equipment designed to reduce spray drift and apply when the wind direction is away from these sensitive areas.

wind speed is constantly less than 11km/hr in the evening and overnight

cool off-slope breezes develop during the evening and overnight

distant sounds become clearer and easier to hear

aromas become more distinct during the evening than during the day.

Spray timing

o Spray during the day wherever possible. Vertical mixing of the air makes surface temperature inversions unlikely and will reduce
the risk of drift caused by surface temperature inversions.

o There is a very low risk of surface temperature inversion when there is continuous overcast weather, with low and heavy cloud
and/or wind speed remains above 11km/h for the whole period between sunset and sunrise.

o Alack of suitable weather conditions for spraying over extended periods is not an excuse for spraying in unsuitable conditions.

DO NOT apply if crop or weeds are stressed due to dry or excessively moist conditions.

DO NOT apply with spray droplets smaller than VERY COARSE spray droplets according to the ASAE §572.1 definition for

standard nozzles.

DO NOT use if rain is likely within 6 hours.

Monitoring and record keeping
